The full digital image or portion thereof may change ne-more-than-once-per-minute, but no
portion of the image may scroll, twirl, change color, imitate movement in any manner or meet
the characteristics of a flashing sign.

For consideration to be added to section 5.6.D.3.1.e:

1. Digital display signs are not permitted within any residential district.

2. A message displayed on a digital display sign shall be composed of one foreground color and
one contrasting background color.
